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Summary : Professor Habib Beydha's article offers a deep and critical reflection on the
conceptual entanglements between modernity, postmodernity, and contemporaneity in
the visual arts. Beginning with a personal anecdote, the author questions the legitimacy
of aesthetic labels: what does it truly mean to be a contemporary artist? Has there been
a genuine transition from modernity to contemporaneity?

The essay deconstructs the ideological and semantic confusion surrounding these
terms, exposing how so-called “contemporary art” is often reduced to empty spectacle
or commercial gimmickry devoid of aesthetic or critical depth. Beydha denounces the
legitimization of superficial artistic gestures by markets and institutions, portraying
them as “heretical” mutations rather than authentic creative acts.

The text culminates in a radical inquiry into the role of artificial intelligence in artistic
creation. Are we entering a post-creative age where machines merely simulate
expression? The author calls for a renewed philosophical and critical framework that
defends art as a human, experiential, and meaningful act—resisting both mechanical
reproduction and conceptual vacuity.
